	Subject
	Chose either a commercial building or s unique residential biulding.  It should be one that is exciting and unique from a visual standpoint.  



	Materials/Needs
	Camera, meter, tripod.  You may shoot either film or digital.  Most serious architecture is shot with a view camera but you can do this with your SLR/DSLR 



	Procedure
	Be sure to get the permission of the building owner or superintendent before taking the shot or trespassing.  (See the back.)

Shoot in Color.  You can use either digital or film.

OPTION to max out the “Above and Beyond” category:  Create a Sell Sheet layout as per class examples.



	To Turn-in
	1. A main file named “yourname architectural final.jpg”
2. Details named “yourname architectural detail 1(~x).jpg

3. (Optional) layout named “yourname architectural layout.jpg

All should be formatted as follows:

· Flattened

· 16 bit

· sRGB

· 100 ppi resolution

· 1,000 pixels on longest side

· JPEG format
