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ADVERTISING PHOTO PROJECT 
" Self Promotional Piece "

We’ve already done work where you are producing advertising for other services but probably the most important advertising you can do is for your OWN services.  Here you are to make a piece that could serve either as a preliminary introduction to be followed by a request for appointment, or it could be a “leave behind” piece after such an appointment.  The goal is to help the buyer to remember you, your unique vision and skills, and, most importantly, think of calling you when the next appropriate assignment comes cross his or her desk.
	Subject
	YOU.  That is, your creative photographic services.  Assume you’ve just discovered a wonderful new ad agency in town (or designer or PR/marketing firm) that seems to work with clients you think would be perfect for your strongest work.  They announced, suddenly that they were looking for photographers and are having open interviews in a week.  You need to not only have your portfolio polished, you want something to leave behind to make sure they remember you and that lets them know why they should hire you and not one of those other people.

This is a one-shot, make it or break it chance so it is important you do your very best work here..


	Materials/Needs
	Camera, meter, tripod.  You may shoot either film or digital.  But this is to produce something to show off your strongest work genre so materials will be dependent on what that is.


	Procedure
	You can use either digital or film but the final piece is a printed copy of a handout.  IT can be ANY size but it needs to be memorable and show you off to your greatest advantage and strengths..

Really analyze your strengths and weaknesses and design to your strengths.  Make sure that if you get the gig you have the skills to properly follow up with images of a quality to match your portfolio and this piece.

Make the best possible 8x10 or 8 ½ x 11 print of YOUR CHOICE for the cover and mount that on an 11x14 board. 


	To Turn-in

3. make 1 8x10 / 8.5 x 11 print mounted on 11x14 board

	Grading will be based on how well you used the shooting, composition, lighting, and printing techniques to best convey your abilities to provide photographic services and also the sheer technical quality of the images and presentation.
